(analog).  All coins will need to be identified and children should know how much they are worth.  He/she will need to know how to count the value of a set of coins up to $.50.  An example would be if a nickel, penny and a quarter were displayed.  The child would start with the largest coin and add the next largest and continue until all coins have been added together.
In science, we will discuss dental health.  In social studies, we will learn about other cultures as we read stories from around the world.
