During the fourth six weeks, preschool students will learn
about the nursery rhyme “Little Boy Blue"; colors blue and
pink, as well as the letters C, E, Y, and 6.

Kindergarten news...

WOW! Can you believe we only have two six weeks of
kindergarten left! We still have lots to learn and hope that
you will continue to take the time to make reading an
important part of your child’s daily homework routine. Also
we are still sending home Focus Boards for letters and sight
words for you to build reading fluency with your child. Here
are a few things that we will be covering the 5" six weeks.
We will be identifying the numbers 1-30 as well as counting
objects and matching quantities with numerals 1-30. Your
child should also be able to count to 50 as well as count by
5’s to 100, 10’s to 100 and 2’s to 20. We are still
concentrating on recognizing all letters and sounds a-z and
practicing reading words with the letters that we have
covered thus far this year as well as the blends (gl, fl, gr, br
etc) that we covered this past six weeks. The letters we will
cover this next six weeks are Jj, Ww, Xx, Uu, Vv, Yy, Qq.
Congratulations to Mrs. Cowan on being awarded $850 Target
Grant. This money will go towards the cost of our Spring
Field Trip. Details and information to come in April.
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First Grade Rocks

The New Year has “"Rocked & Rolled” into the fourth 6 weeks with a
WINTERY BLAST! It has been a challenge for students and staff
to stay focused with all the attention to the weather. There have
been a lot less grades for the fourth marking period. Please have
your child read, practice sight words, and math facts on those days
at home.

Vowel sound combinations continue to be a challenge. Please
practice and make sure your child knows all the long & short
vowel sounds. We will work on vowel combinations with the
long a, e, and o sounds in the fifth 6 weeks. Sail and may are
examples of long a words. Beam has the long e sound and boat
and row have the long o sound. These skills are in the Week-in-
the —Peek each week.

Time, money, and calendar activities will be emphasized this
six weeks. Children will need to tell time by the hour, half
hour, and the quarter hour using a digital and face clock
(analog). All coins will need to be identified and children should
know how much they are worth. He/she will need to know how
to count the value of a set of coins up to $.50. An example
would be if a nickel, penny and a quarter were displayed. The
child would start with the largest coin and add the next largest
and continue until all coins have been added together.

In science, we will discuss dental health. In social studies, we
will learn about other cultures as we read stories from around
the world. As you can see, it will be another busy six weeks.
Many thanks for your help and encouragement at home. First
graders often need to hear that they can do the task if they try,
a lot like the “Little Engine That Could.”

Computer Bytes...

Music Notes
Kindergarten is working on blends, counting money and
ThinkLink testing. Data from ThinkLink testing is used to
determine growth rate since the beginning of school year.
They are tested three times yearly.

All students are finishing their unit on pitched percussion
instruments. We are playing xylophones (wooden bars),
metallophones (metal bars), and glockenspiels (small metal
bars). Kindergarteners are playing high and low sounds and
steady beat. First graders are playing two pitch melodies
and simple rhythm patterns. Second graders are playing
three and five note melodies and more complicated rhythm
patterns. All students will be improvising sounds to
accompany stories. Also this six-weeks, kindergarten will
be learning simple beat and rhythm patterns, first grade
will be reading three pitch melodies, and second grade will
be reading five pitch melodies and begin to learn about
harmony. All grades will study some instruments of the
orchestra as well.

First grade is learning to tell time as well as learning about
animals. They are working on calenders also. They are testing
on ThinkLink as well.

Second grade is working on two digit subtraction with
regrouping as well as ThinkLink testing.
